VVPAT Demonstration for the voters
casting voters for Parliament Election —
2019

1) Title of the Practice — VVPAT Demonstration for the voters casting voters
for Parliament Election - 2019.

2) Goal - The objective of conducting said programme is to make
acquainted the voters VVPAT for ‘Parliament Election - 2019".

3) The context — Near about ‘90’ crores of the people have doubt about
the EVM machines. They think that they don’t have the proof of their votes,
to which they were casted. So as Election Commission has introduced the
new device i. e. VVPAT (Voter Verifiable Paper Audit Trail). It is intended as
an Independent verification system for voting machines designed to all
voters to verify that their votes are casted correctly. When voter cast the
vote by pressing key on EVM, through VVPAT machine voter can see on the
display the name and the symbol of the candidate to whom the voter
casted vote. But the paper of display remains for only seven seconds then it
is dropped in the sealed box.

4) The Practice - In ‘Ichalkaranji Legislative Constituency - 279’ the officials
appointed for election and the students of our college practiced the
demonstration of VVPAT in Colleges, Market Places, Crowded areas, in
Schools for the parents, in housing societies, Banks, in Mills, in Court, in Bar



Council, etc. The people of the area indeed and actively participated in
demonstration by practicing

the process. Daily they covered three or four decided spots and practiced
VVPAT demonstration. Continuously for ‘20’ days the task was going. Along
with that the students performed the street plays on voting awareness.

5) Problems Encountered — Most of the people they did not believe this
device. But when they practically handed VVPAT then they assured about it.
They had many doubts particularly the illiterate people and mostly women
had many doubts in their minds. We convinced them with proof but it was
avery difficult task.

6) Evidence of Success — The awareness created among the people, they
handled at demonstration and then they handled at the time of voting.
They had very much comfort and assurance for their votes. ‘Parliament
Election - 2019’ voters voted confidently and the percentage of voting was
increased from 64% to 69%. That can be the achievement.

street play performances

1) Title of the Practice — Plastic free India campaign through street play
performances.

2) Goal - The objective of conducting this campaign to make acquainted the
people with dangerous effects by using plastic bags and plastic objects.

3) The context — Plastic bags and objects are drastically dangerous for the
environment because they are non-biodegradable and it take many years
(near about 500 years) to decompose. Every year plastic bags end up killing
millions of animals, including being a choking hazard for marine lives.
Plastic components have the possibility of reacting with food and creating
total toxic conditions which is life taking.

4) The Practice — The students of the college performed near about ‘63’
street play performances in the area of Ichalkaranji to make acquainted the
people with dangerous effects by using plastic bags. Some real incidents of
the death of children and animals due to the plastic wastes were
dramatized and presented in the street play. The task was going on
continuously for ‘26’ days. After every performance the people responded
positively and they told us that they would practice cloth or jute bags
instead of plastic bags.
